CONTEST RULES AND CRITERIA
· Registration and payment must be received at the Kite Contest Booth by no later than 12:00 noon on March 1, 2008, the day of the Festival.  

· One Registration Form and payment is required per kite per contest category as follows: Purchased Kite Category, Hand-Made/Personalized Kite Category, and Purchased Kite or Hand-Made/Personalized Kite Category.

· Competitors must check in at the Kite Contest Booth by 12:00 noon on the day of the Festival.

· Contests begin at 12:30 p.m. and will continue until all contests are concluded.

· Competitors may start launching at any time at their designated launching area or may display their kite(s) at the “Kite Alley” before competitions begin.  Kite Festival Organizers reserve the right to clear the competition fields 15 minutes before the competitions begin in consideration of the number of participants.
· A kite can enter all kite contest categories; but a single kite can only win one award per category.

· Depending on the number of participants, kites would be flown in mass ascension for 15 minutes, 10 kites or more at a time.

· Kites may be flown with assistance from family and friends.  This is a family fun event.

· We are grateful for the use of the American Memorial Park and we will cooperate in keeping it clean.  Each participant is responsible for cleaning up any debris resulting from his or her participation in the kite festival.  

· An award ceremony shall follow immediately after the conclusion of all contests.

· Judges decisions are final.

· The Festival organizers reserve the right to exclude any activity or person whose behavior is considered inappropriate, objectionable, or unsafe.

· After the competition, everyone is urged to continue flying his or her kites.

Kite Contest Criteria (Unless specifically stated otherwise, all competing kites must FLY:)

· On a minimum of 10 feet of line

· For minimum flight time of 5 minutes
· No fishing line allowed as kite string (dangerous for kids if it would snap)

HAND-MADE KITE OR PERSONALIZED KITE 

Hand-made kite - is one being built/constructed by owner using its own materials and not purchased commercially.  

Personalized kite – any purchased kite being improved or altered by at least 50% from its original design when purchased.

· Most Original Kite 

· Originality in concept, design, construction, and flight performance.  

· Use of innovative materials would gain additional points.

· Most Beautiful Kite – 

· Best use of color and flight performance

· Ability to attract and hold judges’ attention

· Smallest Kite

· Total surface area.  Tail not counted

PURCHASED KITE OR HAND-MADE OR PERSONALIZED KITES 
(This contest category is open for all types of kites whether purchased, hand-made, or personalized)

· Highest Flying Kite 

· Highest flying (could be determined by the length of rope being used)

· For a minimum flight time of 30 minutes

·  Longest Tail Kite

· Total length of tail.
